Remember Safety, Safety, Safety. Any Student that is not following all the safety rules we have learned in class may be DQ from the show and not be allowed to compete. Remember this is not only for your safety but also others, including our lesson horses. 

All Qualifiers and Alternates are expected to come to all classes in order to prep for the Fun Show. We will be covering ALL events during the next 2 weeks. If you miss a lesson, please arrange for a make up in order to insure you are ready to compete. Any one that we feel is not ready for the Fun Show may lose their spot and/or not be allowed to compete in certain classes. Again this is for the safety of yourself and others including our lesson horses.
There will be open rides provided the week before the Fun Show for Qualifiers and Alternates to practice under supervision. (Schedule to be posted later) 

Remember Open Rides are not meant to replace a lesson but rather to practice/apply what you have learned in lessons.
All Qualifiers and Alternates must turn in their registration form(s) including the new contract (if you have not already turned one in) and Entry Fees on or by June 30, 2013. Participants may enter no more than 5 events.
All Qualifiers and Alternates need to email a profile and picture to barrelracing38452@yahoo.com to be in the keepsake program by 6-30-2013. Programs will also include profiles and pictures of the lesson horses, contest results and would make a great gift or keepsake. The cost is $5.00/Each and a preorder form is included in this packet. In addition, we will also be selling T-Shirts at a cost of $15.00/Each; a preorder form is also included. If you want to insure you get the item and/or quantity you want, make sure you preorder by June 29, 2013.
This year’s Fun Show will be the best ever!!! We have great awards!! The High point contestant and runners up will receive really nice trophies.  We also will be placing 3 Horse/Riders in each class with rosette style ribbons.

There will be door prizes and games and activities for those who did AND did not qualify for this year’s Fun Show. A concession stand will be open to purchase Hotdogs, chips, Drinks, etc.

Class Selection Information

All Students, regardless of age, will be required to wear a helmet in ALL classes regardless of Class type. All students will be required to ride two handed in ALL judged classes regardless of the type of bit you are using. Riding one handed will be penalized. Riding one handed is permitted in ALL Timed Event classes. Rude behavior will not be tolerated towards others or the horses. Posting is permitted as long as you are using the Posting Rule.
The Posting Rule says that you should sit the post if your horse is trotting slow and/or collected. You may post if your horse has a ruff and/or fast trot. An Extended Trot will require you to Post.

Judged Classes All of our classes are classified as Horsemanship in Type. This means that they are judged on the rider and his/her ability to present/show the horse correctly. 
Rail Classes You will be required to keep your horse on the rail except to pass another rider OR by direction of the Judge. Remember, when passing you must pass on the inside. Never put yourself between a horse and the rail. Interfering with another students ride or rude behavior such as cutting a rider off while passing may be grounds for DQ. Remember when passing and going back on the rail, if the person behind you has to stop or slow down, you have cut them off. (Keep in mind the length of your horse.)
Walk Trot You will be required to Walk & Trot (including an Extended Trot) in a consistent speed both ways on the rail as well as stop and back up as directed by the Judge. 
Western Pleasure You will be required to Walk, Trot (including an Extended Trot) & Lope in a consistent speed both ways on the rail as well as stop and back up as directed by the Judge. 
If your horse is on the wrong lead, break them down to a trot and cue them again. If they are still on the wrong lead, DO NOT correct again.
Other Judged Classes
Showmanship Halter Participant will be required to show your horse under halter, performing the pattern provide in this packet.
Trail Participant will be required to show their horse in the arena through a number of trail obstacles. Rider will be judged by their ability to make good decisions involving safety first and with time in mind. This class will be judged and timed. The judge’s score will be added to the rider’s time and the rider with the fastest score will win. 
Horsemanship Participant will be required to show your horse under saddle, performing the pattern provide in this packet.
Timed Events All timed events carry a 5 second penalty for knocking over an obstacle (touches the ground weather or not it rights itself) and DQ for a broken pattern. Contestant may touch an obstacle with his/ her hand. Once your name is called and you enter the ring, you should set your horse up and begin your pattern. Remember, if you are called into the ring, the timer is set and you can begin when you are ready. Timing shall begin as soon as the horse's nose reaches the starting line and will be stopped when the horse's nose passes over the finish line.
Barrel Racing The contestant will run to barrel number 1, pass to the left of it and complete an approximately 360 degree turn around the barrel; proceed to barrel number 2, pass to the right of it and complete turn around that barrel slightly more than 360 degrees; proceed to barrel number 3, pass to the right of it and make an approximate 360 degree turn around it; and then sprint to the finish line, passing between barrels number 1 and 2.
Texas Barrels The contestant will weave in and out of 3 barrels make an approximate 180 degree turn, weave in and out of the 3 barrels again and sprint back to the finish line.
Pole Bending The pole bending pattern is to be run around six poles. Contestant will run down to the end of the 6th Pole and make an approximate 180 degree turn and continue to weave in and out through all six poles. Contestant will make another approximate 180 degree turn and continue to weave through all 6 poles again. At the end of the 6th pole, contestant will make one last approximate 180 degree turn and sprint back to the finish line.
Stake Race Rider shall make one right hand turn and one left hand turn. Pattern starts and finishes in the middle and must be run in between cones. 
The barrel shall be placed in the location and position of the third barrel of our standard barrel race pattern for the following 3 events.
Arena Race. The rider shall make one right hand turn OR one left hand turn and sprint to the finish line. 
Coke Race The rider shall make one right hand turn OR one left hand turn, picking up a coke located on top of the barrel and sprint to the finish line. (This is not an event included on students point totals. All riders are welcome to compete and this event will be held during intermission. The winner will be awarded with a 24 pack of ice cold coke).
